Q: When does the camera measure and
set the exposure?

Q: Why did my camera make a loud
noise and retract the lens right after |
replaced the batteries”?

Q: Can the battery in the optional remote
control be replaced with a new one?

A: No, it cannot be replaced but lasts
about 8 years.
